Washington, DC, August 29, 2007:  The House Education and Labor Committee unveiled yesterday the staff discussion draft for the reauthorization of Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Act (ESEA). “While the committee has not endorsed this work-in-progress draft, we believe that it is a step in the right direction as the next generation of reform following the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB),” said Jim Kohlmoos, president of Knowledge Alliance.
“Knowledge Alliance applauds the bi-partisan effort thus far in both sustaining key goals of NCLB while making practical modifications to the way in which schools are identified for improvement and corrective action,” said Kohlmoos. “We are particularly pleased that the draft focuses greater attention on school improvement and proven approaches to turning around low performing schools.” 

“This reauthorization is an opportunity not only to improve some of NCLB’s accountability provisions but also to more effectively deliver research-based solutions to schools that have the greatest needs.  We believe that one of the organizing themes of this reauthorization should be on building the capacity at the state and local level to provide needed school improvement support in terms expertise, research-based knowledge and funding.”
“We look forward to working with the Committee in the coming days in making some refinements to the draft including ways to more effectively apply research-based knowledge and involving the research community in school improvement efforts.”
